4] Dispute Resolution: Any dispute or difference whatsoever arising between the parties
out of or relating to the construction, meaning, scope, operation or effect of this
contract or the validity or the breach thereof, shall, in the first instance,be resolved
by-referring such dispute or difference to the standing committee constituted vide
Rajasthan State Road Transport Corporation’s office order No. HO/Law/Gen/ 17/781
DATED 03.10.2017. The standing committee so constituted shall ensure full
compliance with the office order referred to above.

(II)  Any dispute/objection regarding the conditions mentioned in all the
tenders/contracts/agreements issued by the corporation shall be filed in the competent
court located in jaipur.

() Force Majeure :- Any cause that is beyond the reasonable control of the bidder or
nigam will be Force Majeure condition, the cause of the Force Majeure condition will
be taken into consideration only if the tendered with in 15 days from the occurrence
of such delay notifies.
