(i) if there is dlsmepancy between the unit price and the total price that is obtained b y
multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total price shall be
corrected, unless in the opmlon of the Procuring ‘Entity there is an obvious misplacement of the
decimal point in the unit price, in which case the total price as quoted shall govern and the unit
price shall be corrected.

(ii) if there is an error in a total corresponding to the addition or subtraction of subtotals, the
subtotals shall prevail and the total shall be corrected; and

(iiiy if there is a dlscrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall prevail, unless
the amount ekpressed in words is related to an arithmetic error, in which case“the amount in
figures shall prévail subject fo (i) and (ii) above.
