Syllabus for imparting instructions in driving of E-Rickshaw/E-Cart

As per the GSR 27(E) dated 13-01-2015 (Rule 8 A of CMVR, 1989) each trainee is
required to undergo at least 10 days training for driving E-rickshaw. The actual driving hours for
trainees in driving E-rickshaw shall not be less than five hours in pursuance of the above, the
