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Raiasthan State Road Safety Policv

In compliance of directions of Hon'ble Supreme Court Committee on Road Saf'ety
and decision taken in the State Level Transport Management Comrnittee, the State Cabinet
vide its order no D.146/cabinetl2016 dated 07 .12.2016 approved State Road Safety Policy.
The State Road Safety Policy outlines the policy initiarives to be framed/taken by the
Govetnment at all levels to improve the road safetv activities in the state. The State Road
Saf'ety Policy is as under :-

l. Preamble

The growing nuuber of road accidents and resultant injuries and fatalities is a rnatter of
setious concern. Road accidents are rnainly rnan rnade unfortunate n-rishaps causing
immeasurable social and economic loss to the society. In recent years road accidents
have become a major contributor of accidental deaths by un-natural causes. The
Government of Rajasthan is deepll, concerned of safety situation tvithin the state and
through this road sat'etl policy fiamed on the lines of National Road Safety policy,
states its flrm commitment to reduce the road accident fatalities in the state by 50% of
Lhe base line figure of 2015, by 2020. This will require well-co-ordinated, dedicated and
concerted eflbrts fion'r all stakeholder departrnents and other agencies.

2. Policy Statement

To fulfll the objective of reducing mortality and morbidity due to road accidents, the
Government of Rajasthan is committed to take the fbllowing lneasures: -

(i) Strengthening Institutional & Lesal Environment

The Governtnent will tal<e steps to ensure thirt the required Institutional & Legal
Environmcnt fbr Road Saf'ety is lurther strengthened and a mechanism fbr effective
coordination for various stake holders is put in place with active and extensive
participation of the community at large, of the private sector, acadernia and civil
society.

(ii) Strengthening financial environment

The Government shall strive to create a regular dedicated road safety fund for the
state fiom various possible sources like part of fines & compounding fbes fiom
traffic of-fences etc.

(iii) Ensure safer and efficient road infrastructure

The Government will take conscious measures to introduce, revierv, improve ano
maintain standards pertaining to saf'ety in the design of rural and urban roads and
bring thcur in consonance with international best practices keeping in vieq, the
local traffic conditions o1' the State. The planning, design. construction and
management of'road development projects and irrprovernent and maintenance of
existing roads should invariably consist of road saf'ety component. Continuous



identification, survey, budget allotment, rectification and monitoring of accident
prone spots shall be done regularly in a tirne bound manner. continuing application
of Intelligent Transport System (ITS) and regular road safbty audits to #ablish a

1af'e and efllcient transport system will be encouraged. way side amenities/
facilities r,i ill be developed.

(iv) Improving qualify of Drivers

The Governrnent recognizes the f'act that improving the man power and driving
skills both qualitatively and quantitatively will go a long way in improving road
safety. The Govemment will provide and strengthen efficient and efiective driver
training and testing infrastructure aiming at transparency and objectivity through
automation and rnodernization. Countermeasures against defaulters will be ensured
to promote road discipline arnong drivers.

(v) Safer Vehicles

The Government will take steps to promote safety standard in vehicles through
statutory periodic and qualitative inspection as an essential check on road
worlhiness of all vehicles, phasing out old vehicles and ensuring compliance of
provisions o1'Motor Vehicle laws as wcll as pollution and safety nonns. ihe aim of
the Government will be to bring transparency and objectivity through automation
and modernization.

(vi) Safety for vulnerable road users

The design and construction of all road facilities (rural and urban) will take into
account the needs of non motorized transport and the. vulnerable and physically
challenged in an appropriate manner. The Government will seek to disseminate
'best practices' in this regard to town planners, architects and highway and traffic
engineers. Steps shall be taken to sftengthen public transport system.
co'rprehensive town planning with specific parking policy keeping in mind all
important aspects related to road safety shall be strived for.

(vii) Enforcement of Safetv Laws

The Governrrent will endeavor to establish permanent, exclusive, dedicated and
well equipped tearns involving oflicials of stakeholder departrnents to strengthen
and improve the quality of enfbrcement for effective and unifbrm irnplementation
of road sal'er1 laws. The covernment *ill rrrork in coordination with covemment
of India fbr establish'rent and strengthening of Highway patrolling on National,
State and Express highways. System of toll free help lines and social networking
connectivity fbr assistance of public will be ensured

Road Safety knowledge and awareness will be created amongst the population
through education, training and publicity campaigns. Road Safety educatlon will
also focus on school children and college going students, *hil. road safety
publicity campaigns will be used to propagate good road safety practices among the
community. The Governrnent will encourage training oi' all professio'nals
associated 

_with road design. road construction. road network rnanagement, road
saf'ety audit. traffic management. la'v enfbrcernent etc. to attain adeouatL

knowlerlge of road safety issues through extensive capacity building programs'

First aid iraining to help road accident victims and training of trainers in road saf'ety

will be made an integral part of capacity building.

The Government will make sincere effbrts to ensure that all persons involved in

road accidents beneflt fiom speedy. sufticicnt and ef-tective trauma care and

management. Both pre hospital care anci hospital based injury management shall be

proviJed to crash victirns through a comprehensive Trauma Care Policy. The

Government rvill strive to provide and improve sutficient emergency medical

selice response. The Government will also implement the clause of Right of way

for arnbulances. Steps shall be taken for rraining of human resources and crealing

facilities.

(x) HRD and Research for Road Safefv

The Government will encourage increased activity in proglammes of road safety

research by iclentifying priority areas, funding research in those areas adequately

and establ-ishing center of excellence in research and academic institution. The

State Governrnent will facilitate dissemination of the result of the research and

identifying examples of good practices through publication, training. conferences,

*orkshop! and websites. The Government will also encourage research by

establishing a research system to leverage latest technology in irnproving

enforcement, engineering and emergency care.

(xi) Establish a road safetv information database

The Government will establish state level road safety information system by having

a state wide Road Accident 'Database Management System connecting all trauma

centres, hospitals and ambulances and integrating the database of Medical and

Health. Traffic police, Transport Depaftments and Insurance companies into the

infbnnation system. Scientific investigation, restructuring and analysis of road

accident shal1 be ensured for provicling actual and acculate database for further

research and analYsis.

3. Implementation Strategv

The Governrnent rvill take appropriate lreasures to implement and oversee the issues

related to Road Saf-ety through an exclusive. adecluale and dedicated road saf'ety cell

(lead agency) which may include representatives of stake holder departments like

i.unrpo.t, pwn, M"di"ul & Health, Police, UDH, LSG, Law, Education along with

other members. The lead agency will be provided with the autholity and resources to

evolve efl-ective strategies 1br implementation of the State Road Safety Policy The

covernment will also provide dedicated, adequate and regular flnd to finance and

implernent road sat-ety activities through the lead agency.
